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                 D. C.s REPORT DECEMBER 2007 

Hi All,

Well here we are at the end of another year. The year that will go down in horse history in Australia as the year of Equine Influenza. As we have seen from the DPI reports eradication is on track with fewer outbreaks in infected areas. The danger of this is the risk that complacency will set in and biosecurity may be compromised.

PCAV are thinking positively and have advised us that we can plan for events, rallies, competitions etc to begin in January 2008. Biosecurity measures will still have to be 
enforced and if a break out of EI occurred during a competition, lockdown would still  
be a reality.
