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Fly Vales
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As humans we are alert to the threat of re-
maining in the sun too long. We all know that
if we spend to much time out in the sunlight
we run the chance of turning a pleasant
suntan in to an ugly sunburn. In addition to
being unsightly and tender we are aware that
sunburns can lead to skin cancer. We utilize
all sorts of tricks to avoid our skin from fry-
ing, but we regularly forget about the affect
that the sunlight has on our horses.

Horses, just like people, can sunburn. Sun-
burn is most often seen on horses with light
colored hair coat such as Grays. Horse own-
ers who own horses with pasty noses and a
great deal of pale skin around the eyes often
find themselves treating their horse for
burns. Though dark horses aren't usually
irritated by sunburn the sunlight often light-
ens the dark hair.

Horse owners should also remember that

some medications may also trigger sunburn
in horses. Horse sunburn appears the same
as human sunburn. Skin turns an irritated
color of pink or a violent red. If skin is left
untreated long enough it begins to dry and
crack. Horses which are suffering from harsh
sunburn will start to break out in blisters.
Treating sunburned eyes is somewhat un-
complicated. All an owner needs to do is buy
a fly mask for his or her horse. When using a
fly mask it is crucially important to make sure
the fly mask is kept spotless. Just use a hose,
including a sprayer to rinse the filth. Follow-
ing rinsing the fly mask hang it in the sun to
dry.

A lot of fly masks have an addition that
guards the top of the nose from becoming
sunburned. If you do not own a fly mask that
protects your equines nose all you might
want to do is rub your horses nose with

sunscreen. Owners who have an interest in
showing, try to avoid the sun from damaging
their horses coat by keeping their horses
covered with a light-weight weight turn out
blanket or fly sheet to safeguard their horses
hair coat.

Showing Guidelines

Lead Classes:

* The Handler must be in cor-
rect Pony Club Uniform includ-
ing boots. A compliant Dressage
whip may be carried.

Riding Classes:

* Pony Club Uniform must be
worn. The horse must be pre-
sented in a snaffle bridle.

Turnout:

* Turnout is judges on the pres-
entation of both the rider and
the horse. The following are
taken into consideration,
cleanliness and neatness of both
horse and rider, fit of the gear
and suitability of both. Pony
Club Uniform must be worn.
The horse must be presented in
a snaffle bridle, spurs and
gloves may be worn. A whip if
carried must not exceed 75cm.

It is
judged on suitability of the
horse, general presentation of
horse and rider and overall ap-
peal. It is generally accepted
that this event if judged on a
circle with no individual work-
outs or points awarded.
