It has been commented on by experienced instructors
at our club who have observed members leaving the
grounds that some of you are jeopardising the safety
of your horse and potentially your selves and your
family by not following the golden rules of towing
safely. Please remember that you are towing a live
animal that weighs on average from 400kgs to 600kgs.
The potential for things to go wrong is very real.

It is a fact that unbroken horses never have floating
problems... bad driving and bad floats ruin good horses.

TOWING YOUR PRECIOUS HORSE SAFELY

e Imagine that you have a glass of water on your
dash and drive so that you never spill a drop

e Think of your towing vehicle as a speed boat
and the horse float as the skiers. ALWAYS think
about how your driving affects the skiers
(horses)

e NEVER accelerate your vehicle until the float is
in a direct straight line behind your car

e Take corners at least 10k slower than the
recommended speed sign

e The steeper the camber in the road the slower
you must take the corner

e Take right angles corners at T intersections at
no more than walking pace: roundabouts
should be taken at the same gentle speed

e Brake softly and gradually, right down to the
stop. You must have softness in your brake foot
like the hands of a good horse rider. You must
NEVER jolt to a sudden stop.

o Always travel 40 meters behind the vehicle in
front of you. If a driver overtakes and pulls into
the space, back off and regain the 40meter
distance

e Travel over speed humps and rumble bars as
slowly as possible

e Pull up and allow a build up of traffic to pass
you as often as necessary. Tailgaters upset
horses

e Keep your float in Al condition.....SAFETY FIRST

HOW TO AVOID DISQUALIFICATION WHEN COMPETING....PLEADING IGNORANCE WON'T SAVE YOU!!!
Any pony club member who does not present an accurate PCAV club member card or lodge a fully completed
verification form that proves the PCAV eligibility requirements will be disqualified.

PCAYV Club Member Cards - It is your responsibility to ensure that your PCAV club member card is accurate and
presented to the organising committee on the day. If you are not sure on how a PCAV club member card must be
completed, please read the Club Member Cards Guidelines in the ‘publications, rules and regulations’ section of the
PCAV web site www.ponyclubvic.org.au

Verification forms — if you have a lost or damaged card, you may present a fully completed verification form to the
competition in accordance with the PCAV Handbook of By-laws. The organising committee will not supply verification
forms. Verification forms may not be used as an attempt to over-ride membership card inaccuracies.

Helmets — all riders must have correct standards numbers'. In accordance with PCAV Gear Rules, spot checks may be
conducted at the competition. An incorrect helmet will result in disqualification from the entire competition.

Medical Armbands - all riders, including non-PCAV members are required to wear medical armbands whilst mounted.
Please ensure your name and an emergency contact and phone number are correctly completed on the card.

Cross-Country and Your Hair - when riding cross-country you are required to have your hair tied up so that it does not
obscure any part of the back number. If a fence judge cannot read your back number, you may be eliminated.

Other rules - apply as per the PCAV Handbook of By-laws and PCAV specific competition rules. Please make sure you
read your rules before querying any decisions. Rules can be found in the ‘publications, rules and regulations’ section of
the PCAV web site www.ponyclubvic.org.au or from the PCAV state office

Horse Treats

lcup flour; 1/2 cup molasses:;
1/2 cup vegetable oil; 1cup
sugar

Any extra freats such as
apple/oats/carrots/peppermin
ts either crushed or grated.
Method:

e Preheat oven o 180
degrees C.

e Mix sugar, flour, and
crushed/grated
ingredients.

e Add liquid ingredients.

e  Stir until well blended.

The mix should be sticky, but

not too runny. If it is too
runny, add flour, if it is too
thick, add a little more
molasses and oil. Cook for 10-
15 minutes. Treats should be
crunchy when done. Store
treats in the fridge
