Execution of Dressage Tests:

Tests may not be called at any level. All tests must
be ridden from memory. The only exception to this
1s when the PCAV state coaching director has
granted a special exemption, which has been
recorded on the rider’s PCAV club member card.
All movements contained in tests must be
executed in the order laid down in the test.

The rider must be mounted on entering and
leaving the arena.

In a movement, which must be carried out at a
certain point of the arena, the movement must be
executed at that moment when the rider’s body is
adjacent to this point.

All tests begin with the entry into the arena at A.
Tests end: Grades 1-4 — after the salute at the end
of the test, as soon as the horse moves forward.

Grade 5 — upon exit at A
Any incidents before the beginning or after the

end of the test have no effect on the marks.
